Outline of the Lesson Plan:


Break students into groups of three or four


Each student within the group, will receive a country/region out of the following


		Iran (Persia), Bangladesh (India), Iraq (Fertile Crescent)


Each person will research time periods for each region.  2000 BCE, 100 CE, 1200 CE, 2000 CE


Students will do their best to find crops that were grown in the area during the time periods


Then, they will share info with the rest of the group


After that, the groups will make inferences as to why each area had certain crops.  Was it for self consumption, clothing, cash crops?


What cultural aspects played a role in the change of the area?  Was Islam a major factor?


Did the changes help/hurt the area?
