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In the 2020-2021 Academic Year, the Center for East Asian Studies will award grants, in an amount of up to $1,000, for student research (including graduate research and undergraduate research in support of thesis writing) travel related to East Asia. All students who are teaching or researching on East Asia are eligible to apply.  The grant can be used for university approved travel (transportation, per diem, hotel), research equipment, and other related expenses.

Awards will be made on the basis of the competitively established merit of the proposals. Awards will be decided by the CEAS Executive Committee.
In order to be considered for a grant, please submit a completed application form. Grant recipients will be reimbursed upon submitting all relevant receipts after completing the travel or research. Please e-mail a completed application form by 5 pm, Monday, November 9, 2020 to David Dettmann (dettmann@upenn.edu). Award notifications will be e-mailed by late February. Following the research trip, a brief one-page report describing the activity and benefit gained for dissertation or thesis research on East Asia must be submitted to CEAS.
