Lesson  Plan 1.

ESOL4.Students who have studied English for 4 years. Grades 11 and 12.

Time: 65 minutes.

Objective:  Students will study origins of Chinese Pagoda as a monument of Buddhist religion, talk about monument and write a paragraph.

Goal:  Identify monument and tell how it relates to Buddhist religion. Be able to write a paragraph to describe elements of religion.

Materials: Article: a. Reading: The generate method of Multi-storey Chinese Pagodas. b. Internet images  of  pagodas taken from computer. C. World Map.

Method: Students will be given website information to find images of Chinese pagodas. Some initial discussion of subject with a definition taken from the Encyclopedia Britannica. Use a map to discuss India and China and to introduce students to the idea of the Buddhist religion. Explanation of Buddhism as a religion practiced in India and in China.    Read article, Pgs26.1 thru Pgs26.6. Help students with vocabulary items that are not known to them. Go over comprehension questions and answers. Use scaffolding techniques for any ideas that may be difficult. Discuss facts about pagodas coming from reading. Students will use images to tell what they see and match styles in pictures. Analyze reading and go over four styles of pagodas. 

Assignment: Name the four styles of pagodas. How did it come to China? What two countries are involved in discussion of Buddhism? For homework, write these ideas into a paragraph. Write a paragraph to describe a pagoda from one of the four styles a. Yingxian, Wooden built in 1056.b. Miyanta- many tiers built of brick and stone, e.g Songyue Temple.c. Pavillion or one storey, e.g Siemen Pagoda, 1400 years old. d. Lamaist style similar to Indian Dagobas, e.g White Dagoba, Beijing’s Beihai Park.

Assessment: Part of portfolio of student writing. Teacher observation and grade on work of art studied.
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
