Teacher name: Rick Churchill

Title of Lesson Plan: History of Africa though art

Subject: World History

Grade Level: 9th grade

Time Frame: one day, 45 minute lesson

Goal: How our environment can shape the way we express ourselves in culture and art.

Objectives:   a. Students will understand creativity in very simple objects like     masks and headdresses 



 b. Students will become more familiar with Internet as a resource



 c. Students will learn in a group activity.



 d. Students will use their auditory, tactile and visual learning components. 



e. Students will see how diversity of culture produces different headdresses

Materials: Students will use two computers in class with Internet connection, markers, masks, paper, wood and metal (a roll of aluminum foil). 

Directions: Class in divided into four groups.  Each group picks a slip with one of the following countries with a web address for retrieving information: Egypt (Group 1), Nigeria (Group 2), South Africa Group 3) and Tanzania (Group 4).


Step One: The first two groups will use the Internet to find and print out a mask or headdress of a particular country.  Their sheet of paper will contain two Internet addresses where information can be accessed.



When Groups 1 & 2 are using the computer, Groups 3 & 4 will read a short summary on their country in our textbook, ‘World History, A Pattern of Interaction”. These groups will answer two questions written on the blackboard about the environment and topography of their assigned country. They will record their answers on poster board for a presentation at the end of class.



Step Two: After Groups 1 & 2 find and print out their headdress information, they will proceed to the next station where they color, cut and paste the headdress onto a poster board.  Groups 3 & 4 will rotate to the computer step. 


Step Three: Students in Groups 1 & 2 will next complete the backboard exercise and write the answers on the poster board. Groups 3 & 4 will rotate to coloring station.

Step Four: When all three steps and complete, each group will do a five-minute presentation from each group explaining the headdress from each county, it’s characteristic and how environment has shaped these charateis.  Back group music is contemporary hip-hop music from that country.

Hooks: Play four different music segments of hip-hop music from each of these four countries.  Material to gain students interest.

Image, tactile, song movie clip, anecdote, provocative questions

Closure: How will you go about clarifying key points Environment like lack of water or wood can effects culture.  Have each group display their headdress on how art can determine a particular color or decoration.
