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Lesson (Unit) plan:   “Islam” 

Objectives: 
    1. Have students explore a topic of global importance in today’s world. 
    2. Students will gain experience using both print & non-print resources. 
    3. Students will cooperate within groups discussing their research. 
    4. Students will present their results of their research. 
    5. Students will concentrate on using sources that can be verified - currency & source 
    6. Students will contrast and compare results obtained from Ebsco subscription 
        data base vs. the world wide web.   Particular emphasis placed on the 
        verifiability of sources. 

Activities: 
    1. Worksheet on “What it means to be a Catholic”?  - 5min. 
    2. What is the difference between Catholicism and Catholic?  - 5min. 
    3.  Discussion 
    4. Same procedure in #1 & #2 with Islam vs. Muslim.  Discussion. 
    5. Why is it important to know about other cultures and religions in today’s world? 
    6.  Collective discussion about sub topics of interest to the students - with Librarian guidance.   Ex. - History, Culture, Spread of Islam, Islam in Turkey, Islam in Africa, Islam in the US., important people etc. 
    7. Divide students into small cooperative groups to research various topics listed in                 #6.  Search, discuss, record, prepare for presentation (visual, artistic,                     verbal etc.) 
            Brainstorm Key Word search & importance of keeping a list of                 relevant terms. 
        a. use of encyclopedias 
        b. gazetteer 
        c. biographical dictionaries. 
        e. reference section  - World History Atlas, National Geographic Atlas 
        f. statistical abstracts 
        g. nonfiction - 300’s Social Sciences, History, biography, science, art 
    8.  Key Word Brain storming from Prior Research  #7 
    9. Discuss electronic research in Computer Lab.  - emphasis on source documentation - both date & individual credentials. 
    10. Demonstrate the use of EBSCO & the difference between subscription data bases vs. free data bases.   edu., org., vs. commercial search sites. 
    11. Allocate time in lab for students to search on EBSCO & do the same type of recording & cooperative group search as in the area of print material. 
    13.  Follow same procedures with the internet - requiring use of materials that can be documented as to source & date. 
    14. Time for small group discussion with regards to their oral presentations. 
    15. Present their research - Visual, artifacts, creations, plays, etc. 
    16.  Chart :   Compare & contrast Islam & Catholicism - from information garnered from individual & various group presentation.
